TOWNSHIP OF SOUTH ORANGE VILLAGE

PASSED ORDINANCE
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP
OF SOUTH ORANGE VILLAGE, CHAPTER 113, ARTICLE II,
DISORDERLY CONDUCT AND BREACH OF THE PEACE,
SECTION 113-6H, PUBLIC INTOXICATION


BE IT ORDAINED, by the Board of Trustees of the Township of South Orange Village, a municipal corporation of New Jersey located in Essex County, that the Code of the Township of South Orange Village, Chapter 113, Article II, Disorderly Conduct and Breach of the Peace, Section 113,6H, Public Intoxication, is hereby amended as follows:
Section 1.


The Code of the Township of South Orange Village is hereby amended to delete from Section 113-6H the following language:


“No person shall be drunk or be in a state of intoxication in any street


or sidewalk or any other public, private or open place within the


Township to the annoyance of any other person”; and

said section is restated as follows:


“Distribution and use of intoxicating liquor.  No person shall drink,


use, sell, give or otherwise dispose of any intoxicating liquor in the


open street or any public or partially public place in the Township.”

Section 2.


Repealer.


All ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Section 3.


This ordinance shall take effect upon final passage and publication as required by law.
