THE TOWNSHIP OF SOUTH ORANGE VILLAGE
PASSED ORDINANCE
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF SOUTH ORANGE VILLAGE GRANTING RENEWAL OF MUNICIPAL CONSENT TO CONSTRUCT AND OPERATE A CABLE SYSTEM TO CABLEVISION OF NEWARK ADOPTED FEBRUARY 26, 1996
BE IT ORDAINED, by the Board of Trustees of the Township of South Orange Village, a municipal corporation of New Jersey located in Essex County thereof, as follows:

Section 1.


Ordinance Number 98-17 of the Township of South Orange is hereby amended by repealing Section 1 thereof in its entirety.
Section 2.

Ordinance Number 96-4 of the Township of South Orange is hereby amended by redesignating Section (D) as Section (C), Section (E) as Section (D) and Section (F) as Section (E).

Section 3.

Ordinance Number 96-4 of the Township of South Orange is hereby amended by substituting the following language for Section 16 thereof:
SECTION 16 Access and Local Originating Programming 

The Cable System shall maintain at least one noncommercial access channel to accommodate all public, educational, and governmental uses as designated by the Township on a first-come first-served nondiscriminatory basis.  The Township shall have the sole discretion as to use of such channel(s) as well as the equipment associated with it, for government, public and educational access programming (including but not limited to programming originated by the School District) provided that such channels and equipment may be used solely for noncommercial purposes and that the programming meets all applicable technical standards as to picture quality, sound, etc.  It is understood, however, that except as set forth below, the one channel shall be used to meet the Township’s public, educational and governmental access needs.
Whenever all of the access capacity is in use during eighty percent (80%) of the weekdays (Monday - Friday) for eighty percent (80%) of the time during any consecutive three (3) hour period for six consecutive weeks, the Cable System shall made sufficient additional access time available to accommodate all users, on a channel of its choosing on the Basic Service Tier.

In consideration for the rights granted in this Ordinance, Cablevision shall provide the Township with a grant for cable related needs in the amount of Three Thousand Dollars ($3,000.00).
Section 4.

Severability.

If any section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision of this ordinance shall be adjudged invalid, such adjudication shall apply only to that section, paragraph, subdivision, clause or provision, and the remainder of this ordinance shall be deemed valid and effective.

Section 5.


Repealer.


All ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Section 6.

This ordinance shall take effect upon final passage and publication as required by law.
