THE TOWNSHIP OF SOUTH ORANGE VILLAGE
PASSED ORDINANCE
AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF SOUTH ORANGE VILLAGE, TO REVISE CHAPTER 80 ARTICLES II AND III, HAWKERS AND PEDDLERS, TO PROVIDE FOR CERTAIN SOLICITATION AND CANVASSING LIMITATIONS AND TO PROVIDE FOR THE DEREGULATION OF CONSTITUTIONALLY PROTECTED EXPRESSION.

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Board of Trustees of the Township of South Orange Village, a municipal corporation of New Jersey located in Essex County thereof, as follows:

Section 1.


Chapter 80, Article II, Canvassers and Solicitors, §80-14, Unauthorized Canvassing or Soliciting, is hereby amended by the addition of the following:

E.
After 9:00 P.M.


F.
At any residence whereon there is posted a notice “No-Knock”, “No Solicitation” or similar message.


G.
At any residence, the address of which appears on a No-Knock list, which list all canvassers and solicitors shall secure from the Village Clerk prior to any activity which is the subject of this Article II or Article III.  The Village Clerk shall maintain the No-Knock list provided for herein.

Section 2.


Chapter 80, Article III, Solicitations for Charitable, Benevolent, Religious or Patriotic Purposes is hereby repealed in its entirety and replaced with the following:


§80-19
Definitions.

As used in this article, the following terms shall have the meanings indicated:
CHARITABLE, BENEVOLENT, RELIGIOUS OR POLITICAL PURPOSE - shall have the meanings commonly attributed to such terms and includes, but shall not be limited to, the purpose of ministering to the material or spiritual needs of humans or of relieving suffering of animals and all forms of political speech.

PERSON - any individual, nonprofit organization, religious group or order, or political party.  Excluded from the definition are any and all for-profit entities.
SOLICIT and SOLICITATION - the request, directly or indirectly, of money, credit, property, financial assistance or other thing of value on the plea or representation that such money, credit, property, financial assistance or other thing of value will be used for a political, charitable or religious purpose as those purposes are defined in this chapter.

CANVASS - the act of approaching persons for the purpose of gathering information or opinions or to influence opinions. 


§80-20
Exemption
Except for the provisions of Sections 80-14E, 80-14F and 80-14G, all persons engaged in solicitation or canvassing for charitable, benevolent, religious or political purposes shall be exempt from the provisions of Article II of Chapter 80.
Section 3.


Repealer.


All ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent with the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

Section 4.

This ordinance shall take effect upon final passage and publication as required by law.
